�KSC 52.223-106 EPCRA REPORTING REQUIREMENTS (SEP 1998) 





Chemical inventory and chemical use reporting requirements shall be completed in accordance with all applicable statutes, rules, orders, and regulations which may include, but are not limited to, Sections 312 (Emergency Planning and Response) and Section 313 (Toxic Release Inventory) of the Emergency Planning and Community Right to Know Act of 1986, Executive Order 12856, and as outlined below: 





A. 	The contractor shall provide a complete and accurate list accompanied by the applicable Material Safety Data Sheets of all materials and chemicals to be stored onsite and/or used in the execution of this contract which are subject to either the Material Safety Data Sheet reporting requirements of 29 CFR 1910.1200 or contain one or more of any toxic chemicals or extremely hazardous chemicals as listed in 40 CFR 355, appendices A and B and 40 CFR 372.65 regardless of the quantity. This information is to be provided to the Contracting Officer prior to the time of delivery of the materials to the site. 





B. 	The Contractor shall submit a monthly inventory report to the Contracting Officer on or before the 10th day of each month, with a final report to be submitted upon contract completion. The inventory report shall include the number of days the product is onsite, the locations in which the products are stored and the maximum quantity onsite on any one day. All inventory reporting is to be completed on KSC Form 21-611. 





C. 	The following exemptions shall pertain to the above requirements: 





1. Chemicals listed in 40 CFR 355 Appendices A and B and 40 CFR 372.65 are exempt from inventory requirements if any of the following are applicable: 





a.  The substance is contained in any food, food additive, color additive, drug or cosmetic regulated by the FDA. 





b.  The substance is present as a solid in any manufactured item to the extent exposure to the substance does not occur during normal conditions of use. 





c.  The substance is used for personal, family, or household purposes and it present in the same form and concentration as a product packaged for distribution and use by the general public. 





D. 	Should the contractor utilize any of the exemptions listed in paragraph C above, a listing of each product and the applicable exemption attached to the product's Material Safety Data Sheet shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer in place of the inventory reports outlined in paragraph B above.

Use:	In sealed-bidding or negotiated construction contracts which are performed by an on-site, KSC contractors.





Purpose:	To implement EO 12856, Emergency Planning and Community Right to Know Act of 1986.





Cancellation:	This Clause cancels and supersedes KSC Clause 52.223-106, Toxic Substance Registry Service (TSRS) (Sep 1991).
