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a.  Through the Contracting Officer, the Contractor will be required to meet the provisions of Kennedy NASA Procedures and Guidelines (KNPG) 2570.1 “KSC Radio Frequency Spectrum Management Procedures and Guidelines, and the following documents referenced therein:

During periods of special testing on Kennedy Space Center and at the Cape Canaveral Air Force Station, the Contractor may be required to cease radiating on any radio equipment that may be utilized at the time.

Any construction equipment utilized by the Contractor which may be causing radio frequency interference will be required to shut down during special tests.  NASA will utilize its frequency analysis equipment to determine the interference.
