�KSC 52.246-106 GOVERNMENT INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE (FEB 1990)





1.  In-process/end-item inspection, tests, and acceptance shall be performed at the contractor's plant(s) by representatives of the NASA KSC Contracting Officer.  This is to assure conformance with the contract requirements, including drawings and specifications.





2.  The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer's designated representative(s) of the Contractor's scheduled inspections and tests a minimum of forty eight (48) hours prior to such scheduled inspections and tests for a resident and 7 days for a non-resident.





3.  The Government Representative(s) shall perform such verification inspection to ensure that supplies meet contract requirements, including drawings and specifications, prior to authorizing for shipment.





4.  Inspections and Tests - The Contractor shall perform inspections and tests of all parts, components, and assemblies to ensure that all supplies conform to applicable drawings and specifications with respect to such details as workmanship, finish, construction, functional performance, interchangeability, identification, and marking.  These inspections and tests shall include receiving, processing, fabrication, assembly, end item, and shipping phases.





5.  Special Process Control - The Contractor shall establish inspections and controls over processes to ensure compliance with quality requirements which are not readily detectable or measurable by inspection and test of finished articles.  When approval or certification of special processes, operating personnel, special equipment, or procedures is required by the contract, drawing, or specification, the supplier shall obtain the necessary approvals or certification prior to processing the supplies intended for delivery to the Government.  These special processes may include, but will not be limited to, plating, anodizing, radiography, magnetic particle, and liquid penetrant inspection, heat treating, welding, soldering, etc.





6.  Records of Inspections and Tests - The Contractor shall maintain records of inspections and tests performed on the items of this contract.  All records and tests shall be traceable to the supplies by part number, serial number, lot number, or any other acceptable means of identification.  These records shall be made to the Government, upon request, during the performance of the contract and for 180 days after delivery of the item(s).





7.  Inspection for quantity and package condition shall be performed upon receipt of the item(s) at destination.
